There are two scenarios: 
 

ONE, your ball lands in the landscaping on the left hand side of the fairway on #24 in the rocks and in the 
open.  You have a stance and a reasonable swing at the ball, then you have a free drop out of the landscaping 
but no closer to the hole.   
 

TWO, if you land in the bushes or the cacti and you do not have a swing at the ball, then you must take an 
unplayable lie.

 The pairings gig goes like this:  
The pairings chairperson does the 
pairings and scorecards for Niner’s 
regular tee times, which includes 
posting a sign-up sheet for “Make 

Your Own 4-some.”  Note that the pairings for 
tournaments, i.e. President’s Cup, Club 
Championship, Founders Cup, etc., or “Special 
Events” i.e. Ladies Choice, Lagos, etc., are done by 
the Tournament chair or the committees for these 
events.  Sometimes they ask for my help with 
scorecards.   
 
On the Wednesday before a Tuesday regular tee 
time, the pairings chairperson goes to the Pro Shop 
and picks up the list of “Event Requests” for the 
following Tuesday; however, once a month, she 
picks up the sign-up sheet for “Make Your Own 4-
some.”   After getting the list of names of ladies 
who signed up for golf, the pairings and scorecards 
are done on a program called “EZLinks Tournament 
Management System or the program from hell.  
However, before doing the pairings, twice a month, 
on the 1st and the 15th, the pairings person updates 
the handicaps on the system.    
 
After doing the pairings, reports are made from the 
pairings within the EZlinks program.  These reports 
include an alpha and pairings report.  Two copies 
are made of these reports.  One set of the reports 
is posted on the outside bulletin board, and one is 
given to the Pro Shop personnel, so they can post 
the list on the Chelsea system.  Several other 
reports are then made, which include a handicap 
report - lowest to highest, alpha report with 
handicaps, and pairings report with handicaps.  
These reports are emailed to the chairpersons of 
Tournament, Ringer board, Website, Handicap, and  
their helpers.  These ladies are the grease that 
makes the Niner’s work.  They do a variety of work 

 
 
 
like post pairings and winners to the website, make 
the flights, check the scorecards, record the Ringer 
board scores, and declare the winners.   
 
After the reports are done, the scorecards are 
made, cut, and filed into the Niners scorecard 
folder.  This folder is then taken to the Club House 
or to Catalina shack for the players to pick up on 
the following Tuesday.

Deadline is TUESDAY 11:59 p.m. the week 

before for the following Tuesday league day. 

¶ CHECK THE NINER’S SCHEDULE:  Please check 

the Niner’s schedule on the website or inside 

bulletin board to see what kind of sign-up it is 

for golf and sign up accordingly. These are 

the types of sign-ups: 

¶ COMPUTER SIGN-UP:  Sign up via the 

Chelsea system using “EVENT Request.” 

¶ PAPER SIGN-UP:  Check the Niner’s Inside 

Bulletin Board for a sign-up sheet. 

¶ PAIRINGS ARE DONE:   

Unless there is a special event or game:   
o Week 1:   The first week of the 

month is usually done by handicaps.   

o Week 2:  The second week of the 

month is done by having the system 

do a random selection of the 

foursomes. 

o Week 3:  The third week of the 

month is an ABCD pairing. 

o Week 4:  The fourth week of the 

month is set aside for make your 

own foursome and you select your 

group.
